The two polished black granite
wings, both left and right of the pedestal,
have been designated for the names of all
our fallen firefighters to be permanently

engraved. Atthe present time there are more

than 210 names on the wall.

These engraved wings are followed by two red
granite panels with both the Kentucky
Firefighter’'s Association and the Kentucky
Professional Firefighters Association emblems

engraved.

From the top of the stainless steel Maltese cross
to the granite paver sidewalk leading up to the

granite plaza, this monument is a permanent and

much needed tribute for us all.

As stated above, the
panels on the left and right have the names of
our fallen brothers and sisters who lost their lives
in the line of duty. However, the paved walkway
leading up to the memorial can be engraved with
the names of other firefighters who have served
diligently for many years and have slipped from
our presence.
